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This document is a statement of aims, principles and strategies for the teaching and learning of Art at Newbridge House.

This Art Policy is reviewed each year.  

Aims

· For pupils to develop confidence, enjoyment, independence and skills in the use of a variety of techniques and media.
· For pupils to recognise the richness and variety of different art forms and their artists, their function in their own culture (promotion of British Values) …and that of others.
· To use art to link and enhance other areas of the curriculum.
· To help children appreciate the visual and tactile world in which they live.
· To create a stimulating and pleasant working environment.
· To value each child’s individual artistic expression- and feel a level of success and achievement.
· To provide opportunities for a range of accreditation. 

Programmes of study will be addressed through a combination of approaches, individual, whole study and cross-curricular when appropriate.

Planning

Key Stage 2

The curriculum co-ordinator in planning will ensure that programmes of study for KS2 have due regard to the National Curriculum.

Differentiation 

Short term planning will take into consideration the needs of all pupils and differentiated tasks may be included in planning. In addition to this additional support for individuals may be identified as required.  

Six to eight week blocks of work will ensure that all aspects are covered and it is the responsibility of the co-ordinator to ensure continuity and progression.

Art can enrich other areas of the curriculum and extend the teaching of other subjects:

· Art/English eg story- telling, descriptive work

· Art/Science eg knowledge of colours, colour theory and mixing, design

· Art/History eg learning about other times and cultures by studying the images and artefacts of the period

· Art /ICT eg use of internet /digital imagery/ app’s on tablets, presentation 

· Art /DT eg design, 3D construction/ model-making, skills in painting 

· Art /Maths eg tessellation /pattern /line/ measurement/ proportion
Key Stage 3 

Pupils will follow themes from the Entry Level certificate in Art & Design.  They will work to fulfil the assessment objectives set out in the Entry Level certificate.  This is the same as those found in the GCSE specification which is useful as it builds familiarity with the assessment criteria.
Key Stage 4
Pupils can study Art and design to GCSE level at Newbridge House. Individual support is offered in some circumstances to enable all aspects of the course to be completed.  Entry Level certificate is also an option for less able pupils (who have not already taken the qualification in yr9).
The specification offers an appropriate means for students to develop the knowledge, skills and understanding learned at Key stage 3.

 It is also envisaged that some pupils where relevant, will be offered the opportunity to access art through a College placement post 16. 

Pupils will be encouraged to develop:
 Creative and practical skills for communicating and expressing ideas, feelings and meanings in art.

 Investigative, analytical, experimental and interpretative capabilities, aesthetic understanding and critical skills;

 Understanding of codes and conventions of art, craft and design and an awareness of contexts in which they operate;

 Knowledge and understanding of art, craft and design in contemporary societies and in other times and cultures…and incorporating British values.
Teaching Strategies
· Plan for individual and occasional group activity;
· Experimentation and exploration in a variety of media;
· Demonstration of a particular skill by a variety of people, including teachers,                      

HLTA, local artists and other pupils;
· Intervention by the teacher HLTA to develop, progression and confidence.
· Possible visits to Art Galleries/Exhibitions;
· Use of ICT to visit virtual exhibitions on the internet and access information on selected artists.

Special Needs
Teachers will be aware of pupils who are gifted or have learning difficulties and will, if necessary, make provision for them in their planning.

Where lessons are delivered to mixed year/ability groups differentiation, where necessary, will be included in the class teacher’s lesson plan.

Citizenship/PSCHE and promoting British Values
Art and design contributes to citizenship by providing opportunities for:

 exploring ideas, feelings and issues that have relevance and meaning both for individuals and for society;

 making a personal response;

 developing self-esteem and a sense of achievement through art, craft and design work;

 working with others in groups /teams or as leaders to respond to different tasks or briefs;

 valuing different ideas and contributions ,and developing tolerance and respect for the opinions and beliefs of others;

 developing an understanding of different ways of representing the natural and the built environment;

 developing an understanding of how works of how the arts reflect personal ,social political and cultural values and beliefs;

Assessment Recording Reporting
We use assessment to:

· plan future teaching and learning;
· provide diagnostic information;
· provide summative information for teachers and parents;
Techniques used include teacher observation, discussions between teacher and pupil, Question and Answer, video/photographic analysis, pupil self- evaluation and Records of Achievement.

Assessment is carried out throughout units, and is the responsibility of the teacher in charge of the class.  Records are kept to:

· report progress to parents

· plan future learning

· ensure continuity
· provide input for whole school data collection 

Assessment will be continuous and progress recorded at the end of each term and during individual adviser meetings.

Pupils’ work will be labelled and with the approval of the individual, displayed around the Centre.

Resources
In addition to individual class equipment, art and craft resources will be stored in the art room 

Safety

A teacher or other adult will supervise the pupils at all times.  Pupils will be taught to use tools and equipment in a proper and safety conscious manner.

Where Risk Assessments are relevant, they will be included in the lesson plan.
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
