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This document is a statement of aims, principles and strategies for the teaching and learning in Key Stage 2 (KS2) at Newbridge House.

This Policy is reviewed each year.  

Aims

For each pupil to:
· Become a happy, confident and respectful member of the KS2 group who feels safe, valued and respected.

· See the value in learning and enjoy participating in lessons across the curriculum so they can achieve a good level of learning and progress.

· Develop a growth mindset and understand that in order to achieve, effort is required and every mistake you make is progress.
· Learn to adhere to school and class rules, boundaries and accept instructions from all adults.
· Feel successful in their learning and to promote high self-esteem, accepting praise, rewards and to celebrate their progression.
· Know their strengths and the areas they need to develop.

· Increase their social confidence and be able to interact appropriately with all age groups.
· Develop listening and questioning skills to work towards their academic potential helping them to become successful life-long learners.
· Develop oracy skills with all areas of the curriculum to enable success across all areas of learning.
· Develop respect for themselves and others by empathising with different personalities, circumstances and ethnic backgrounds.
· To fully re-integrate into mainstream education or suitable educational provision.
· In the latter stages of Key Stage 2 – to prepare for assessments and secondary education.

Where appropriate, the KS2 group works to emulate the conditions and expectations of a mainstream class.  The children are expected to adhere to high expectations of behaviour and work, using manners, showing respect, following instructions given from adults and always trying their best in and out of class. A play based approach to learning may also be utilised in order to prepared the child for a more formal learning style. Social progress is monitored using daily behaviour logs and clear communication between the KS2 staff as well as through discussions with the children helping them to see their own progress with the focus being on positive behaviour and success. 
English
There is an emphasis on reading skills, so the children can confidently take part in all curriculum subjects in school.  Each session includes 15 minutes of reading, either independent, 1:1 or as part of the group.  Power of Reading schemes of work are used to ensure children access quality texts and that they can read and write in a wide variety of genres.  Reading assessments are completed when the pupil first joins the group and at three-month intervals thereafter.

Work is differentiated according to age and ability of pupils and includes:

· Grammar, spelling, handwriting and punctuation.
· Speaking and Listening units of work linked to the real world and focussing on building oracy skills.
· Creative writing using the Power of Reading schemes.
· Reading and writing activities based on the Power of Reading texts.
· Phonic/spelling programme daily which is tailored to individual ability.

· Role play and drama linked to the Power of Reading texts.
Maths
Children are assessed when they join to identify areas of strength and weakness. Their education is planned accordingly, to fill the gaps and build on knowledge already gained. 
Using the White Rose planning and schemes of work, there is an emphasis on basic arithmetic skills, including multiplication tables, the four calculations, mathematical vocabulary and place value.  

Each child follows the same weekly theme as planned but work is differentiated according to age and ability.  Key skills are revisited daily to consolidate and build on the child’s confidence.  As arithmetic skill is established, the children learn to consolidate knowledge with problem solving activities.  All children receive a personalised education from going ‘back to basics’ to secure a solid foundation on which to build, to extending the ability of children who may exceed the expectations of their year group. All children are given opportunities to develop their thinking and problem-solving skills daily.
Our flexible curriculum enables us to incorporate children’s curiosity and interests. Learning is often led by the students to encourage enthusiasm.

ICT is used daily and when appropriate. Resources include: ipads, internet, educational software and the Lexia Reading programme.
Curriculum Subjects

In addition to the core curriculum areas outlined above the students also have access to Science, History, Geography, Art, Textiles, PE, Catering, Music, Outdoor Education, Horticulture, Media and PSHE.  Children’s progress is closely monitored through formative assessment to ensure there is stability and progression. Using these assessments alongside summative assessments staff will plan the child’s individual education.
Differentiation
Teaching and learning is adapted for each pupil and their individual needs, accounting for the fluid and flexible nature of the setting and our students. The nature of the PRS means that pupils come with different levels of knowledge and experience depending on what their school’s curriculum includes. Differentiated tasks are incorporated into planning.
Equal Opportunities


KS2 provision at the PRS is open to all students aged 7-11, and as per our inclusion policy is differentiated appropriately to ensure the inclusion of:

· Male and female students

· Students who are undergoing gender reassignment 

· Students with special educational needs 

· Students with a disability 

· Students looked after by the Local Authority 

· Students of all races, ethnicities, nationalities, and social groups
Breadth of study
At the PRS, we aim to give students a wide breadth of study within KS2. We aim to give students the opportunity for:
· Practical activities within the classroom

· Problem solving

· Individual, whole class, and group discussions / activities

· Using ICT and the internet as an educational tool

· Creative tasks such as poster making. 

Re-integration

The focus at Key Stage 2 is to fully re-integrate students; an area where the Pupil Referral Service has achieved a high success rate.  This is accomplished through implementing a range of strategies linked to the curriculum and behaviour modification strategies.  Training, advice, and support are provided to mainstream colleagues both within school and the PRS.

Outreach

The PRS is available through a referral process to support staff working with children in mainstream education.  We are able to offer information and strategies to allow mainstream schools to support students more effectively.
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
