In 2013 Sir John Holman was commissioned to research what pragmatic actions could improve career guidance in England. 

The Good Career Guidance Benchmarks which emerged from the report have now been adopted as part of the Government's careers strategy for schools and colleges.

Every young person needs high-quality career guidance to make informed decisions about their future.
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The Gatsby Benchmarks are a framework of 8 guidelines that define the best careers provision in secondary schools.
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The eight benchmarks are:
